	WEAKNESSES ISSUES AND PROBLEMS

	· Pressures on street parking due to rising levels of development
· Some access routes to central Windsor are heavily used during “Peak Hours” and flow is restricted in some areas by phasing at lighted intersections
· Very heavy traffic on an increasing number of roads and from earlier times in the day ie. “Extended Peak Hours”
· Poor condition of many road surfaces due to HGV traffic, lorry use during development, age of traffic calming measures which require resurfacing
· Restrictions on visibility splays and the number and safety of crossing points
· Insufficient cycle parking outside shops and facilities
	· No protection forAssets of Community Value: COU or demolition have removed any important ones (eg. the Maypole, Bricklayers Arms, Three Ems, Stag & Hounds)

· Threats to Y&CCs through displacement by development

· Growth in some areas with inadequate infrastructure and for which there appears to be little physical / financial scope for improved provision
	· Larger house/garden plots are being sub-divided, with significant rises in housing units, parking space required, traffic generated, and road safety, congestion  and infrastructure implications
· Lack of local listing has left buildings and local character unprotected
