Agenda:     Discussion to progress the development of LGS list  (Action from WNP Cttee mtg Mon 11/4/16)                                                 
The following points were raised and agreed:
1- In the WNP’s emerging list of “Local Green Space” (ref NPPF Paras 76, 77 and 78) it would appear to        be appropriate to include open spaces covered by most typologies in the RBWM Open Space Audit (2008) Appendix F (Analysis Area 2 - Windsor).  
2- Concern had been raised at the recent committee meeting as to whether LGS nominations should   be restricted to only a selection of larger open areas or to widen this to include as many green spaces as possible, even very small ones. The latter approach was agreed as it was felt the list could be reduced later if needed, whereas further opportunities to add nominations might not arise during consultation/ examination processes.
3- Further support for this approach appears in the Planning Practice Guidance (NPPF):  
“Provided land can meet the criteria at paragraph 77…there is no lower size limit for a    Local Green Space….land could be considered for designation even if there is no public access (e.g. green areas which are valued because of their wildlife, historic significance and/or beauty).”

4- Using the list in Appendix F which is being transferred to the WNP list of LGSD together with the                  WNP map divided into smaller “chunks” (nine identified), volunteers including the committee and West Windsor residents will mark green spaces on the map and will fill in relevant information             on the pro forma for each nomination.
5- The LGSD list will be further discussed and amended to take account of queries and new information arising as spaces are identified, marked and written descriptions generated.  
6- All information gathered will be passed on to Claire for evaluation.                                                     
7- Further meetings to review WNP Environment Policies (Susy, Claire, John, David Carlisle and WNP committee) will be organised to ensure all aspects of green infrastructure are fully covered and wording accurately indicates all appropriate protection/aspirations/advice/actions needed.
